Discuss this sacrifice and how it is

portrayed in the novel.

5. There were sensitive themes -
prostitution, human trafficking, a
debauched past, and physical
violence. How do you think it was
handled? How does it highlight the
contrast of the virtuous content?

6. Compare Henry's character to
that of Mr. Webster. How did each
character make you feel?

7. Who was your favourite
character in the novel? Why?
